Utilities Department Report: December 2011

This monthly report serves to keep the LOCSD Board of Directors, General
Manager, and Public informed to the status of projects, services and/or activities
being undertaken by the Utilities Department for the month of December 2011.
(Recent updates to this report are signified in italics).

WATER OPERATIONS UPDATE

In December 2011 Utility department crew provided weekly water sampling for
water permit compliance; read water meters for billing, did grounds keeping, and
performed monthly well soundings. In addition to their regularly scheduled duties
they replaced a blow-off valve at 13" Street and Santa Ysabel and worked on the
meter replacement program replacing meters that have been in service for ten
years or more. Staff has submitted the monthly compliance monitoring report
along with the fourth quarterly report on Disinfectant/Disinfection By-
Products Rule (DBPR) to the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) for
December 2011 with no problems or violations noted.

WATER PRODUCTION AND CONSUMPTION DATA

The total production for the month of December 2011 was 18.75 million
gallons (MG) this equates to an average daily demand of 604,700 gallons. This
represents an increase in production from last year by approximately 21.3%.

A 43% portion of the water service area was billed for 14.62 MG consumption for
the period November 11, 2011 through January 10, 2012 this generated
revenue of $105,371. It is interesting to note that revenue increased by
approximately 16.2% and consumption increased by approximately 17.1%
when compared to last year at this time.

DRAINAGE
All drainage basins and pump stations were ready for operation during the month
of December 2011.

WASTEWATER

Crews performed draw-downs on wastewater pumps at both Bayridge Estates
and Vista de Oro. Vista de Oro had 8,600 gallons of septage pumped and
Bayridge Estates had 23,200 gallons of septage pumped and disposed of at the
end of November 2011.

RECOMMENDATION
