This monthly report serves to keep the LOCSD Board of Directors and
General Public informed to the status of projects, services and/or activities
being undertaken by the Utilities Department for the month of October
2009. (Recent updates to this report are signified in italics).

WATER SUPPLY: PRODUCTION FOR OCTOBER 2009

Total production for the month of October was 24.07 million gallons (MG)
that equates to an average flow rate of 0.776 MG or 776,000 gallons per
day to meet the daily water supply demand.

Total production for the month of October represents a decrease of 10.87%
from the same time last year that produced a total of 26.68 MG.

WATER USEAGE: BILLING PERIOD FROM SEPTEMBER 11,
2009 THRU NOVEMBER 10, 2009- ROUTES 201- 205

The routes 201-205 are comprised of 1182 service connections and
represent 43% of the total water connections within the District’s water
service area.

Total water consumption during this period was 16,878,700 gallons.
Revenues generated for this period totaled $110,704.57

NOTE: Erroneous data was presented in last month’s report. Aftera
review of the software and confirmation, the correct data is: 29,000,708

gallons of consumption and revenue of $177,761.67. This is reflected in the
attached tables and graphs.
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WATER OPERATIONS UPDATE

CALIFORNIA DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC HEALTH - MONTHLY COMPLIANCE

Completed Work:
Staff has submitted the monthly compliance monitoring report to the CDPH for October
2009 with no problems or violations noted.

Work-in-Progress:
Utility forces continue to operate, maintain and monitor water production wells and
distribution facilities for compliance with water quality parameters.

Planned Actions:

In accordance with the District's water permit, Staff will continue to compile the pertinent
data and submit the monthly monitoring report to CDPH and maintain the scheduled
monitoring and water quality sampling regiment per CDPH Annual Inspection Report
2008.

SOUTH BAY UPPER AQUIFER WELL: AMEND CDHS WATER SUPPLY PERMIT

Completed Work:
The well head is sealed and capped as required by the CDPH and a cage has been
erected around the instrumentation at the upper aquifer well.

Work-in-Progress:
Permit on hold.

Planned Actions:

Staff to complete operations plan for blending to CDPH and upon approval and
amendment of the District's water supply permit will then implement operations plan,
train operators and start-up the new well site.

PARTNERS IN WATER CONSERVATION UPDATE

The Partners discussed the State Water Efficient Landscape Ordinance Model. This
document has been forwarded to our General Manager for comment to the County as
they are the land use authority.

UTILITY WASTEWATER OPERATIONS UPDATE

The Bayridge Estates and Vista de Oro wastewater system facilities are operating in
compliance with CRWQCB Waste Discharger's permit requirement. The Waste
Discharge Orders (WDO) specify discharge requirements and water quality standards,
and also require the District to submit and file a semi-annual self-monitoring report
regarding the operation, maintenance and monitoring of these two community septic
systems to meet compliance with the respective WDO for each facility.

Completed Work:

The Utility force completed the water quality sampling and monitoring requirements in
accordance with WDO 99-73 for Bayridge Estates and WDO 99-72 for Vista de Oro
community septic systems for the period of May 2009 through October 2009.
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Work-in-Progress:
Pumping of septic tanks and jetting of both subdivisions work performed prior to
Thanksgiving. Bayridge Estates pipe was video taped and no obstructions were noted.

Planned Actions:
The next semi-annual monitoring report is due by May 31, 2010.

UTILITY DRAINAGE OPERATIONS UPDATE

Completed Work:
All pumps have been placed in the drainage pump stations in preparation for the wet
weather season.

Work-in-Progress:

The crew continues to clear out drainage inlets prior to reports of rain along with their
regular drainage duties. District crews monitor and maintain all emergency drainage
facilities in top working order.

Morro Bay National Estuary Program

On November 19, 2009 the District received notice that a grant has been awarded in the
amount of $3,495 funded through their Educational and Outreach Mini-Grant program for
the Sammy Steelhead Game Board project.

Think Beyond Plastics Event

On November 4, 2009 | attended a unique educational event presented at the Morro Bay
State Park Museum of Natural History auditorium hosted by Sealife Conservation and
Sea Studios Foundation, with assistance from the Morro Bay National Estuary Program.
The event focused on trash in our seas and how we can get involved in getting the
message out to encourage people and businesses to reduce their use of plastics. A
draft ordinance is provided to use as a template and persuade governmental agencies to
support the reduction in plastics use. This message ties in to IL3-1 and 1L.3-2 BMP’s in
the LOCSD Stormwater Management Program to address illegal dumping and support
the Integrated Waste Management Authority in their efforts to reduce waste.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff encourages each Director to ask any questions they may have with regard to the
aforementioned report or any other related item that may or may not have been listed
separately as an agenda item.

g) Food vendors shall state that they are in compliance with this ordinance on their annual business
license renewal forms.

PENALTIES AND FINES FOR VIOLATIONS

Violations of this ordinance shall be enforced as follows:
1. For the first violation, city/county official shall issue a written warning to the food provider specifying that
a violation of this chapter has occurred and which further notified the food:provider of the appropriate
penalties to be assessed in the event of future violations. The food provider will have 30 days to
comply.

2. The followmg penaltles will apply for subsequent violations of thlS ordlnanc' :

(a) “Affordable” m
more than the puret
alternative(s).

(b) “ASTM Standard” means meeting the standards of the American Society for Testing and Materials
(ASTM) International Standards D6400 or D6868 for biodegradable and compostable plastics, as those
standards may be amended.

(c) “Biodegradable” means the ability of organic matter to break down from a complex to a more simple
form.
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(d) “City/county Facility” means any building, structure or vehicle owned and operated by the city/county,
its agents, agencies, and departments.

(e) “City/county Contractor" means any person or entity that has a contract with the city/county for work or
improvement to be performed, for a franchise, concession, for grant monies, goods and services, or
supplies to be donated or to be purchased at the expense of the city/county.

(f) “Compostable” means all the materials in the product or package will break down, or otherwise become
part of usable compost (e.g. soil-conditioning material, mulch) in a safe and timely manner.
Compostable disposable food service ware must meet ASTM-Standards for compostability and any bio-
plastic or plastic-like product must be clearly labeled, preferably with a color symbol, to allow proper
identification such that the collector and processor can easily distinguish the ASTM standard
compostable plastic from non-ASTM standard compostable plastic.

(g) “Disposable Food Service Ware" means single-use disposable products used in the restaurant and
food service industry for serving or transporting prepared ready-to-consume food or beverages. This
includes but is not limited to plates, cups, bowls, trays and hinged or lidded containers. This does not
include single-use disposable items such as plastic straws, cup lids, or utensils

(h) “Food Provider" means any vendor located or providing food within the city/county which provides
prepared food for public consumption on or off its premises and includes without limitation any store,
shop, sales outlet, restaurant, grocery store, supermarket, delicatessen, catering truck or vehicle, or
any other person who provides prepared food; and any organization, group or individual which regularly
provides food as a part of its services.

(i) “Person” means an individual, business, event promoter, trust, firm, joint stock company, corporation,
non-profit, including a government corporation, partnership, or association.

(i) “Polystyrene Foam” means and includes expanded polystyrene that is a thermoplastic petrochemical
material utilizing a styrene monomer and processed by any number of techniques including, but not
limited to, fusion of polymer spheres (expandable bead polystyrene), injection molding, form molding,
and extrusion-blow molding (extruded foam polystyrene).

(k) “Prepared Food” means food or beverage prepared for consumption on the food provider’'s premises,
using any cooking or food preparation technique. This does not include any raw uncooked meat,
poultry, fish or eggs unless provided for consumption without further food preparation. It is a policy goal
of this city/county to encourage supermarkets and other vendors to eliminate the use of polystyrene
foam for packaging unprepared food.

(1) “Recyclable” means any material that is accepted by the city/county or special district recycling
program, including, but not limited to, paper, glass, aluminum, cardboard and plastic bottles, jars and
tubs. Recyclable plastics comprise those plastics coded with the recycling symbols #1 through #5.

(m)“Retail Food Establishment” shall include but is not limited to, any place where food is prepared to
include any fixed or mobile restaurant, drive-in, coffee shop, public food market, produce stand, or
similar place which food or drink is prepared for sale or for service on the premises or elsewhere.

(n) “Special Events Promoter” means an applicant for any special events permit issued by the City or any
City employee(s) responsible for any city/county-organized special event.
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
